Dear Parishioners, dear friends,

There’s lots of Isaiah in the season of
Advent. The prophecy of Isaiah is perhaps
the most important foretelling the coming of
the Messiah. He is known as the “Evangelist
of the Old Testament.”

Advent calls us to see the fulfilment of
Isaiah’s words: “A  voice cries in the
wilderness. Prepare a way for the Lord.” St
Mark makes the point by quoting Isaiah’s
prophecy and then stating very simply, “and
so it was that John the Baptist appeared in
the wilderness.”

St John the Baptist steps onto the stage of
our Advent story as the herald of Jesus
Christ. He comes to make people ready to
greet the long-expected Messiah by calling
them to celebrate a penitential rite so that
they might be prepared for the baptism

which they would receive from Christ.

At this Mass, we hear Isaiah’s call to
preparation and even John’s in a different

light. Christ has already come. The work of
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Isaiah and John is done. And so our
response to their call to make ourselves ready
is to prepare for Our Lord’s return in glory.

Next Saturday (16") and the Saturday after
that (23" I shall make myself available for
confessions in the churches so that the whole
day is covered. I'll be at Molesey from 11am-
4pm and at Hersham from 5pm and after the
vigil Mass for as long as I'm needed. Feel free
to contact me at other times too and
remember there are opportunities for
confession in neighbouring parishes. The
sacramental preparation for the coming of
the Lord is a good confession. The hallmark
of Catholic life is to express heartfelt
contrition and, with open hearts, receive the
gift of the Lord’s loving forgiveness.
